A list of rules has been established for the well-being of all children. We fully expect each child to abide by
these rules and each parent or guardian to support the consequences resulting from a child unable to do so.
If an infraction has been committed the child will be given a warning. These warnings will be documented
by the counselor of the child and given to the directors of the program as soon as possible. At the director’s
discretion, continued neglect of the rules may lead to a loss of field trip privileges and the possible
suspension or expulsion from the program.
Please ensure your child understands the Playground Rules stated below!

PLAYGROUND RULES
CHILDREN MUST REMEMBER:

1 Respect counselors and each other.
(No putdowns!)

2 Stay with the group!

3 No fighting, punching, kicking,
biting, spitting, throwing rocks, etc.

As mentioned, safety is our main goal, but it has two parts: physical
and emotional. Everyone has the right to their own physical space,
especially during this pandemic, which must not be violated by a
counselor or another child (see rule #3) Also, each child should
expect no verbal abuse, which is every bit as dangerous as physical

(Keep your hands to yourselfl)

4 Use appropriate language at all
times.

5 Children are not allowed to leave
the programming areas that include
the gym, cafeteria, outside soccer
field, playground or baseball field.

6 No going into the woods.

7 No climbing or going behind the
bleachers in the gym.

8 No entering the teachet’s room
unless you are going to summer
class.

9 No loitering in the bathrooms.

10 No running around the school.

11 Leave personal belongings at home.

(Toys, Smart devices, Game Systems.)

12. No Gum

abuse. With this in mind, it is stressed that no “put downs” be used
while at the playground. This falls under rule #1.

For safety’s sake, attendance will be taken on a daily basis. Itis
important to know who is present at all times. If you drop your child
off after 8:30am, please bring him or her directly to the Rec office.
We want to be sure that your child is accounted for at all times!

If you are picking a child up eatly, please send in a note to the
counselor who will record the change on his or her daily attendance
sheet. If someone other than a parent or legal guardian is to pick up
your child, then please let the program director know. If it is to be a

long-term situation, then one note detailing the time frame. This step
is considered a necessary precaution.

Early drop off will be from 7:45am until 8am. Regular drop off
will be from 8:30-9am. The morning program ends at 12 noon. All
children must be picked up by NOON. Repeatedly late pick-up
may result in a fine. Many of our staff have other jobs to go to, and
Mike and Steve may not be in the office to stay with your child.
Thank you for your cooperation.



Due to the nature of our
program, the children are
active a good portion of the
day. For reasons of safety,
therefore, they should be
dressed accordingly. Most
importantly, children should
wear sneakers to Rec! Other
than that, whatever is comfort-
able for them and allows
freedom of movement is
acceptable. Also realize that
we often work with paints and
other art supplies that can
possibly stain clothing, so it is
not wise to dress your child in
apparel that you do not want
to see damaged.

Lastly, if it is going to be a
sunny day, you may want to
take the precaution of applying
sun screen to your child before
sending him/her off to
Brewster Rec for a day of fun

in the sun!
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Pick-up & Drop-off Procedures

THE Pick-Up & Drop-0FF PoLicy:

1 DROP-OFF. Parents, guardians, or babysitters will drop-off children using the
driveway in the back of the school. There will be stations set up, and a counselor
will guide you to the appropriate one. Cars must come to a complete stop before a
child is allowed to exit or enter a vehiclee EARLY DROP OFF IS FROM 7:45-
8AM. REGULAR DROP OFF IS FROM 8:30-9AM .

2 PICK-UP. Just like the morning, pick-up will take place in the rear of the building
near the gymnasium. Parents or guardians will be picking up the same way they
dropped off, via stations. Please do not get out of your car to locate your children
as this may cause delays for other parents. When the counselor comes to your
window, give him or her the name of the child or children you will be picking up.
The children will be called and will meet you in an appropriate station of pick-up
determined by the counselors on duty.
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Do not pass a car that has stopped to drop-off or pick-up a child.

4 Please be patient the first few days, as we are still working out the kinks! If there is
rain or severe weather, pick up procedures are subject to change.

Transportation Policy

The Town of Brewster Recreation Department is not responsible for transportation to
or from the program. Employees are prohibited from transporting program partici-
pants. Field trip transportation will be provided by bus or van unless there is an illness
or behavioral problem. If this should happen, the Recreation Director or the Assistant
Director will bring the child back to the Eddy School and notify the parent/guardian.

Medical Polic

The following policies are for the protection of the participants and the staff at the Summer Program. Unfortunately, the facilities are
not conducive to accommodating children who are not feeling well. Our Staff is CPR and First Aid certified and therefore will have the
final decision as to when a child needs to be sent home.

For example, your child would be sent home if:
e They are running an elevated temperature (100.0°F or higher).
e They show signs of any type of rash.
e They have a contagious illness/condition.
e They are nauseous, vomiting or are complaining of a headache.
e They receive an injury that requires further medical attention.

Children who ate sent home with a contagious illness/condition will not be re-admitted to the program without a doctot's note. For
any emergency medical situation, the Brewster Fire Department will be notified first, followed by the patent/guardian. If a
parent/guatdian is instructed to pick-up a child, transportation for the child must be arranged within the hour. If we cannot reach the
patrent/guardian within 20 minutes, we will call the first person listed as child’s emergency contact. A message will then be left with par-
ents/guardians to notify them as to who the child is being sent home with.

Medications

Staff are not allowed to administer any prescription or over the counter medications. Please administer all medications prior to the start
of the program. Please do not send your child to the program with any type of medication. If your child is in need of medication in the
event of a bee sting please bring this to our attention upon registering your child.

*If your child or anyone in your family is showing signs of Covid-19, please keep them home and notity the Rec Dept. ASAP.

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Brewster Recreation Covid-19 Health agreement
Brewster Recreation will do the following;:

Provide a safe and healthy environment

Provide supervision to all children according to CDC and Massachusetts guidelines

We will have a separate space for any child that is displaying Covid-19 symptoms

Contact a parent or guardian if their child is showing symptoms

Will notify a parent or guardian if their child was in close contact with another person that tests positive
Communicate and health and safety concerns to all families in the program

Continue to monitor data from the Town, Sate, and Federal government

Families will need to do the following:

Conduct a daily health checklist each morning before they leave the house

Refrain from send their child to Rec if they show any symptoms of Covid-19

Contact the Rec Dept. if their child is absent due to symptoms or a positive test

Pick up your child with in 30 minutes if notified that your child is showing symptoms

Abide by all current guidelines regarding a return to Rec after any illness

Children will not be allowed to bring any personal items to Rec

Make sure your contact information is up to date in the Rec’s database

Sign off on the Recreation Department’s Health Agreement before their child starts the program

If you do test positive, isolating is key. You should isolate until you have a negative rapid test or for at
least 5 days. Any close contacts need to quarantine if they are not vaccinated, and if they are vaccinat-
ed, they should test five or more days after exposure just to be sure. Making is recommended and the
right thing to do for everyone for 5-10 days.
